Driver Requirements (ATV,UTV & Golf Carts)
Operators must be at least 18 years old and hold a
valid driver’s license.

Golf Cart Permits

Golf carts must be registered with the City of
Fosston to operate on city streets.

e Annual city permit fee: $25

® Proof of insurance is required

® Golf cart must be in safe working condition

ATVs & UTVs

ATVs and UTVs are regulated by Minnesota state
law and are not licensed by the City. All state
regulations and laws apply.

General Operation (ATV,UTV & Golf Carts)

e Stay on designated city streets - do not drive on
Highway 2 except to cross.

* Follow all traffic laws and posted signs

Pets in City Limits Reminders
As the weather warms up, we're seeing
more pets out and about. Please help
keep our community safe and enjoyable
for everyone:

e All dogs and cats 6+ months must be
registered with the City ($5)

A maximum of 4 pets per household is
allowed (no more than 3 of one type -
dogs or cats)

Keep pets on a leash or contained
within your yard when outside

Always clean up after your pet

Proof of rabies vaccination is required
for registration
